French doors open to the spacious courtyard
area which is shaded by a large horse
chestnut tree.

There are two double bedrooms, a twin
bedroom and a fold-out sofa bed in the
separate lounge room. In addition to the
updated bathroom, there is a second toilet
adjacent to the laundry, which also has a
washing machine and
dryer.

Two efficient wood

heaters provide warmth and atmosphere in
the cooler months, with portable heaters in
each bedroom.
